Emergency community meeting held (attended by over 200 residents). Crime
levels at 3 to 4 incidents a month, some months up to 6 incidents.

Outcome: Committee established, mandated by our community to find new
security solution

RFP process — 16 parties, with 12 formal proposals received.

Community consultation, feedback meetings (street and ‘town hall’ meeting)
resulting in election of CAP as preferred security provider.

Changeover and go-live of CAP in Nov 2014.

Police Brigadier expressed concern around dissemination of information on
social media

Communities should note the following:

1. The identification of persons and street address of the property where a crime has been
committed can be subject to legal action for invading privacy and making known details of a
crime scene.

2. It can result in unwarranted attention for the people in the property

3. No photos of alleged criminals can be posted on Social Media without the proper authority of
SAPS.
